A Note From eMedia Communications Faculty Concerning 
UCBA eMedia Communications Laptop Computer and Camera Requirements
Due to the uncertainty attending the continued COVID-19 pandemic, as related to the ways in which instruction may be delivered to maintain the safety of both students and faculty, it is essential that all eMedia students have an approved laptop computer to ensure their ability to complete the required course work. 
While this has been a program requirement of all of our students for many years, some students have persisted in attempting to avoid acquiring the required hardware and software to enable success in the program. Please note that acquiring the specified laptop computer, software applications, camera, and textbooks are requirements for entry into our program and for continued good standing in our program, not an optional choice.

The current and continuing situation with the COVID-19 pandemic greatly hampers the ability of faculty and staff to assist students remotely with hand-on projects, particularly when students are attempting to complete course work without the required individual resources (including laptop computer, specified software, digital SLR camera, and specified textbooks). Also note that detailed instructions authored by the faculty for software use are typically focused on the versions of the cross-platform software operating on the Apple Macintosh platform. Students electing to use PC/Windows versions of the required software must expect to make any needed translations on their own when the instructions differ on the two platforms (as they often do).

Please be advised that, in general, the assistance department faculty and staff can provide to students whom are without the required technology resources, as noted in the Laptop Computer and DSLR Camera Policies, will be sharply limited. Student responsibility to acquire these necessary resources may not be delayed nor avoided, nor may the problems resulting from not doing so be transferred to the faculty for resolution.
